Due to the organic solvents content of the preparation:

Vapors are heavier than air and may spread along floors. Vapors may form explosive mixtures
with air. Prevent the creation of flammable or explosive concentrations of vapors in air and
avoid vapor concentrations higher than the occupational exposure limits.
